Photo by Wendi Reardon Price

nStudents, staff ‘are safe,’ 

school district says

OXFORD TWP. – Oxford High 

School went into “secure protocol” 

shortly after 7 a.m. on Monday morning 

after receiving an email about a bomb 

threat against the school. 

The message said an unidentified 

person had a bomb in a vehicle in the 

parking lot and was going to detonate 

the bomb, the Oakland County Sheriff’s 

Office stated in a news release on the 

incident.
School officials notified the Oakland 

County Sheriff’s Office after receiving 

the threat. The sheriff’s office “dispatched 

a significant number of personnel to en-

sure the safety of students, teachers, and 

staff of the school. The canine unit, with 

dogs specially trained in explosive detec-

tion, was sent to the scene. No one was 

permitted to enter or leave the school 

before deputies verified the scene was 

safe,” the sheriff’s office stated.

Sheriff’s deputies and detectives de-

termined the bomb threat was not cred-

ible. The Sheriff’s Office computer 

crimes unit investigated the source of 

the email and evidence points to a sus-

pect in Malaysia.
